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In recent decades the integrity of natural water bodies has been increasingly threatened by a wide range of aquatic contaminants resulting from accidental releases (e.g., leaking fuel storage tanks, unlined landfills), intentional applications (e.g., pesticides, fertilizers), and inadequate wastewater treatment (e.g., pharmaceuticals and personal care product releases in effluent). Many of these compounds are persistent in the environment and recalcitrant towards conventional treatment processes. This has heightened interest in both the characterization of natural catalytic transformation processes and the development of novel catalysts for water purification and remediation applications. This symposium will bring together a diverse group of scientists and engineers who are investigating catalytic transformations of aquatic contaminants. Topics of interest include, but are not limited to:
· Catalysis in natural homogeneous and heterogeneous aquatic environments

· Development of catalytic and reactive materials for contaminant transformation
· Aqueous and supported organometallic catalysts

· Coupled biotic-abiotic catalytic transformation processes
· Electron transfer shuttle catalysts

· Photocatalysis

· Sustainability of catalytic processes
