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The goal of this special symposium is to discuss and share the current environment related information on manufactured nanomaterials, such as carbon nanotubes, fullerenes, and oxide nanoparticles. Engineered nanomaterials are already being incorporated into a myriad of products produced with optoelectronic, biomedical, cosmetic, and catalytic applications. Due to their anticipated high-volume production and widespread use, engineered nanoparticles will inevitably be released into the environment during manufacture, use or disposal. The development of nanomaterials and their applications has outpaced research on their potential health and environmental risks. However, knowledge of the toxicity and environmental behavior of engineered nanomaterials is essential for the development of environmentally benign nanotechnologies.    
This symposium will provide a timely forum for investigators to present current research on the toxicity and environmental fate of engineered nanomaterials and have an opportunity to discuss a broad range of topics including characterization and quantitative analysis, interfacial chemistry, occurrence, fate, transformations, ecotoxicology and risk analysis. Papers are being solicited for both oral and poster presentations.  

To facilitate planning, you may submit a tentative title at any time. Presenters are required to submit a short and extended abstract by October 28, 2007, using the ACS online system (OASYS) at http://oasys.acs.org/. The Division of Environmental Chemistry requires an extended abstract of two or more pages. 
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
