Water is increasingly a limited resource in many areas of the world. Use of scarce water resources for drinking water competes with many other water uses from sectors such as agriculture, mining, process industries, and wildlife management. There is a need for the development of sustainable approaches, including water reuse, that minimize such resource competition by expanding water supplies. The emphasis of this symposium is on the fabrication, characterization and implementation of new membranes and systems.

This symposium will bring together a diverse group of scientists and engineers who are advancing the science of membrane technology and investigating the application of membrane processes to water treatment and reuse.

Topics of interest include, but are not limited to: 

· Novel membrane materials and systems: synthesis, processing, and manufacturing.

· Advances in materials characterization and microanalysis.

· Membrane physical, chemical, and biological fouling.

· Advances in the design of membrane bioreactors.

· Fundamental mechanisms of separation and associated transport processes.

· Removal of emerging and trace contaminants.

· Process modeling.

· Applications of membrane technology to desalination and water reuse.

Presenters are required to submit a short and extended abstract by October 28, 2007, using the ACS online system (OASYS) at http://oasys.acs.org/. The Division of Environmental Chemistry requires an extended abstract of two or more pages.
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
