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In recent years significant natural disasters have occurred in the Gulf Coast Region.  While the most notable recent disaster was Hurricane Katrina, the range of disasters also includes floods to forest fires. Effects of these disasters may involve significant environmental and human health impacts that encompass landscape alteration, pollutant relocation, pathogen transmission, and other related problems. In some instances the effects of these impacts are short term while other effects may be long term. Given the scope of damage that can manifest during these disasters knowing what problems to expect and differentiating between long term and short term risks that may be posed is critical. Experts from government, industrial, educational and public interest organizations will discuss environmental issues that arise during and following natural disasters. 
Presenters are required to submit a short and extended abstract by October 28, 2007, using the ACS online system (OASYS) at http://oasys.acs.org/. The Division of Environmental Chemistry requires an extended abstract of two or more pages. 
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
