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Much work is being conducted in the search for alternatives to the use of fossil fuels. Part of the reason is that we are rapidly depleting our fossil fuel supplies. Another part considers generation of carbon dioxide, methane and other “Greenhouse Gases” as a major cause of global warming. Biofuels, solar energy, wind power, thermal vents, ocean waves and tides and nuclear power are being studied to either replace fossil fuels or to generate them for use. These studies all involve good chemistry for final generation of our alternate energy resources. An evaluation of the processes usually does not involve the resources needed to generate the fuels. This symposium will require the researchers to examine the “cradle to grave” impact of their work, as well as a description of the work. Comparison with other alternatives is encouraged.

Presenters are required to submit a short and extended abstract by October 28, 2007, using the ACS online system (OASYS) at http://oasys.acs.org/. The Division of Environmental Chemistry requires an extended abstract of two or more pages. 

In addition, a symposium book is being planned, for which each author will need to submit a completed manuscript by April 1, 2008.
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
